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UVIin Recovery After Hurricane Omar

When Hurricane Omar struck
the territory on Oct. 15 and 16, the
island of St. Croix was hit the hard-
est and UVI’s St. Croix campus
subsequently received more dam-
age than the St. Thomas campus.
The St. Croix campus experienced
uprooted trees, water damage in of-
fices, classrooms and residence
halls, power outages and generator
problems.

UVI was closed Oct. 15 and
16. Faculty and staff returned to
work on Oct. 17 and classes resumed on Oct. 20. In a voice
mail message to the UVI community on Oct. 17, President
Ragster said the territory is fortunate to have escaped worse
damage, announced the recovery mode and asked everyone
to be patient as UVI worked toward normalcy.

“We are fortunate in the fact that the storm impacted us
less than it could have,” Dr. Ragster said. “Despite the diffi-

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culties we’re having at the moment,
it could have been worse.” She
asked that the UVI family be more
tolerant and kinder to each other
in the aftermanth of and recovery
from the hurricane.

“Although we live in a part of
the world that does have to go
through these natural hazards, we
also live in a part of the world that
has wonderful people that care
about each other, especially during
times of difficulty like these,” Dr.
Ragster said 24 hours after the hurricane’s passing.

Giving an update one week after the hurricane’s passing,
Acting St. Criox Campus Executive Administrator Nerida
Washington thanked the employees on the St. Croix campus
for their collective support. She specifically thanked the mem-
bers of the Physical Plant department under the leadership of
Arthur Joseph for their “Herculean efforts on restoring the
campus.”

While technological services on the St. Croix campus were
not functional following the storm, services were restored as
of Oct. 22.
